Stockton University Atlantic City Unveils Statue to Civil
Rights Activist Fannie Lou Hamer

On October 10, 2023, Stockton unveiled a
resin statue of the late Civil Rights Leader
Fannie Lou Hamer, donated by Dr. Patricia
Reid-Merritt after she received the statue
as a gift from sculptor Brian Hanlon. The
statue is currently on display at Jim
Whelan Boardwalk Hall in Atlantic City, the
site of the 1965 Democratic National
Convention where Haomer famously gave
testimony in opposition to an all-white
Mississippi delegation, advocating for
voting and civil rights for African-
Americans.

The Fannie Lou Hamer Event Room on the
Atlantic City campus is also dedicated to
Hamer’s legacy.

The Center began as a single closet
housing oral histories of local Holocaust
survivors. Her significant work with
countless community supporters helped
the Center expand to its current size. The
original room, now called the Gail Hirsch
Rosenthal room, opened in 1990.
