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Galloway Township, NJ- The Richard Stockton College of New Jersey will host a free lecture
by Professor Heath W. Lowry of the Department of Near Eastern Studies at Princeton University
on Thursday, October 18, 2012.

The talk, on the nature of the 14™ Century Ottoman Conquest of Thrace and Macedonia, takes
place at 5:30 p.m. in room K-102 of the campus here.
