The expense of the pre-packaged fruit – Ms. Gillespie stated that there is whole and cut fruit for a more reasonable price.

Charging for take-out containers – Ms. Gillespie stated that the in order to keep the rising cost of the containers from falling on the customers, they have to charge $.25 for them.
