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POLICY:

Possession of an earned doctorate or other recognized terminal degree is normally
required for appointment/promotion to a tenure track or tenured faculty position. The
conditions under which degrees other than the doctorate will be accepted as terminal,
and when professional attainment and/or training will be accepted as substitutions for a
terminal degree are defined in Procedure 2060 entitled “Terminal Degree Equivalency
for Appointment to the Faculty”.
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
